Pastor Bruce D. Cummons was born Jély 2
1924, in Parkersburg, West Virginia, where he lived
with his parents (Otis and Pearl Cummons), hiesist
(Edrie), and his brother (Wayne) during his school
days. He was saved at eleven years of age durirgyi@al meeting in a country
church. He died in Massillon, Ohio, on JanuaryZ304.

At nineteen he enlisted in the U.S. Navy wehee served during World War Il as a
radio operator. After the war he returned to theoh, Ohio, area where his parents
were then residing. He continued with his radiceeg graduated from McKim Tech,
and worked with Goodyear Aircraft as a radio oparatith their blimps.

He surrendered to the call to preach9a6. On
August 26, 1947, he married the former Wanda Sitaig
and they both joined the Akron Baptist Temple by
baptism. In August 1948 they traveled to Fort Woprt
Texas, to attend Bible Baptist Seminary. He was a
graduate of the Seminary with a Bachelor of Diyinit
degree and an honorary Doctor of Divinity degree.

Dr. Cummons began the Massillon Baptist
Temple on November 19, 1950, and served as pastor
until November 19, 1995, when he retired afteryfort
five years of ministry.

During his years as pastor he conducted 5&didimgs, 926 funerals, and over 400
revival meetings and conferences. He was Admatistrof the Massillon Christian
School and President of Massillon Baptist Collegde served as President of the
World Baptist Fellowship and Chairman of BaptisbBi Fellowship of Ohio. He
authored many books and pamphlets and was the editbe Baptist Reportefor 42
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years. His voice was heard from the
earliest days of his ministry on local

radio stations and reached a network of
42 stations at one time, carrying the
"Grace And Peace Broadcast" on daily
and weekly broadcasts that covered 80%
of the land area of the world. On

October 7, 1992, Pastor Cummons was
inducted into the Broadcasters' Hall of
Fame.

He continued with his
evangelistic work and writing as well as
pursuing his hobbies of music, photography, traaet] amateur radio until the time of
his death.

The appeals procedure fof
the College follows the Scriptural principles foundViatthew 18:15-17 as applicable to a col-
lege setting:

Moreover if thy brother shall trepass against theg and tell him his fault be-
tween thee and him alone: if he shall hear thekot hast gained thy brother.
But if he will not hear thee, then take with theene or two more, that in the
mouth of two or three witnesses every word may btaldished. And if he
shall neglect to hear them, tell it unto the churchout if he neglect to hear the
church, let him be unto thee as an heathen man amgublican.

Based on the above Scripture, the procedure fapgeal involves the following steps:

1. The student should make a verbal redoesferification to the individual staff member
(s) involved. This request must take place no lttan fifteen (15) days after the inci-
dent in question.

2. If the student is not satisfied with thecision after verbal communication with the in-
volved staff member(s), the student may requestraomal appearance with the staff
member(s) and the Dean of Students. This request be made in writing, stating the
reason for the meeting and giving relevant dataceonng the situation. At such time,
the Dean of Students will meet with the involvedtigs. This second step of the proce-
dure must be requested no later than ten (10) aftgsthe first step of the appeals pro-
cedure.

3. If after this meeting the student il st satisfied with the decision, he or she maly-s
mit a second and final written request. This thétdp of the procedure must be re-
guested no later than ten (10) days after the seometing. This request must be di-
rected to the President of the College. This emittequest must contain the reason fof
the meeting and all relevant datBHE DECISION DERIVED FROM THIS MEET-

LC 121, 122 LIFEFOCHRIST 1 & 2 4

The objective of this course is that the studeny hreve a foundational knowledge of Christ
and His ministry. We begin with Christ in the etarpast, down through creation, the Old
Testament Age, and then, Christ in His earthly. life

Background material covers the geographicatl asociological background of
Palestine. We will also cover the political, réhigs, and intellectual world in which Jesus
lived.

During the second semester, we will coverigthin the four Gospels. We begin with a
broad, overall view of the four Gospel writers @ahd Gospels which they wrote. The birth
of Christ, His infancy, and early childhood are emd from the four Gospels. We continue
our studies with the three and one-half years dilipuministry and conclude with the

resurrection, appearances, and ascension of Christ.

EV 111, 112 PERSONAL EVANGESM 1 & 2 2

This course is designed to enable the studenttbdeperson to a saving knowledge of Jesus
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Christ. Class discussion will be in the “how tatas. Scripture will be memorized and
students will be shown how to locate certain sargppassages for various situations.

BB 121, 122 BIBLE BACKGBUNDS 1 & 2 4
